If we’re going to have an evangelism and discipleship culture, we must be givers who ask, 
“What have I done for you lately?”  

Jesus prays: 

1. For Himself (vv. 1-8). 
2. For His disciples (vv. 9-19). 
3. For all believers (vv. 20-26). 

There must be a: 

1. Singularity  
 Unfamiliarity with the Giver generates frivolity in your stewardship to the 
 receiver.    
 
 Homework:  Pray and ask God, “Am I aligned with You?” 
  

2. Selectivity   

  Our investments must be deliberate and not dumb. Don’t spiritualize your  
  naivety and call it niceness.   

3. Strategy    
 Perpetuity must fuel your purpose.  

  I don’t want to be known for accolades or accomplishments but for what I gave 
   away that doesn’t go away.
